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THE
COFFIN
CORNER

As I predicted in my first column,
the COFFIN CORNER is not yet
forgotten. It has been the victim of
at least two attempts at plagiarism:
Sutton's one weeak stand', the Corn
Corner; and Smith's forthcoming
effort in the Gay Gator, entitled the
Coughin' Corner. So much to my
credit. I feel that the chief fault
of this institutional gem, the COF-
FIN CORNER, lies in the fact that
too many issues have been mere
statements of facts, not controver-
sial.

People—ordinary ones and Alle-
ghenians—will read English prose
if it looks interesting, say "Yes,
that's right," and immediately for-
get what they have read. Unless a
writer takes a stand on something
and sticks his neck out, his writings

are somewhat in vain. Witness the
first edition of this column, where
the writer knocked sororities to
pieces. He played up their faults
only, ignoring completely their good
points—of these there are many.
But by attacking the problem in
this way, he got a flood of objec-
tions, quite correctly so, culminated
by Miss Lee's letter summing up
the positive qualities of Allegheny's
sororities. All this made worth
while the attack.

All of which is a prelude and
justification for my stand this week.
Anyone who has had the patience
to read this far may be interested
to know that I think Allegheny is
way off the beam. We are behind
the times. We are running on a
hypocritical basis. We are avoid-
ing issues. We are pacifists and
escapists. In short, we don't know
what it's all about.

I would like a job, starting next
year, telling Dr. Schultz and the
authorities how to run this college.
I would expect a salary of $10,000
a year; what I would propose to
do and its resulting value to Alle-
gheny when put into effect would
be well worth that sum. Of course
there won't be any such job open
to me or anyone else, Allegheny is
too deeply entrenched in her ruts to
new and better theories of modern
education. So I shall have to be
content with giving you a few ideas,
to think about only, perhaps to
wish for.

Brief sketch of an idealistic Al-
legheny:

1. A general liberalizing of the
boy-girl program. After all we're
supposed to be being made ready
for life. If you can't take care of
yourself in an Allegheny fraternity
house, Miss Coed, I pity you when
you get out in the cruel world. Miss
Skinner doesn't agree. I think she's
somewhat selfish. She and most of
the faculty are afraid of what might
happen to them; they think about

fond parents' reactions. And they
have to. But such restrictions as
no fraternity unchaperoned open
houses, all girls in at 11, etc., remind
me definitely of the days of the Blue
Laws. It's along the same lines as
prohibition—keep it from them, and
they'll find ways to get it. And
they'll go farther. Ask Dr. Giddens.
He'll tell you it's a law you can't
get around. I consider myself as
moral and conservative as the next
person. But the end does not jus-
tify the means: the rule should be
open-minded education, not under-
cover restrictions.

2. A revision of courses offered:
cut out those which have little or no
practical value. Don't go to the
extreme of making Allegheny a
technical school, which is what the,
army will do within a year or so
anyhow. But make practical-value
courses the rule rather than the ex-
ception. Example, a current-events
course, following the course of the
war and world events. Also, cut
down required courses to a mini-
mum. Especially in these days no
student will study with enthusiasm
a course he is forced to take, in
which he has no interest.

3. Cut down activities. Too many
weak-minded students lose their
sense of perspective and get in over
their heads. They need some guid-
ance and restrictions, in order to be
able to give the right proportion to
the right things.

4. Take the artificiality out of
Allegheny. Give the student a dose
of the world as it really is. Don't
keep him sheltered—not that it can
be done effectively anyhow.

5. Summary—let's take ourselves
apart, quit taking Allegheny's tra-
ditional policies for granted; see
why we do as we do; see whether
we should be revising our stand-
ards; at least attack the problem in
a manner open and above board;
no punches pulled. Yours for an
Allegheny with perspective and in-
sight, for better or for worse.
