Old Masters Exhibit
Shown in Library

If art-loving Alleghenians wish to
see an exhibit valued at over $1,000,
they need journey no farther than
Reis Library where a collection of
Old Masters is on display.

The collection belongs to Profes-
sor John Hoplinski of the Academy
of Fine Arts in Crakow, Poland. It
was loaned to the library by Dr.
Alphonse S. Wolanin of Alliance
College.

A miniture locket, painted by Fra
Angelico, portrays two saints, Saint
Anthony of Padua and Saint Cath-
erine of Siena. The former depicts
St. Anthony, preaching the Gospel,
with a ninature statue of the infant
Christ standing on his book; while
the latter painting portrays St. Cath-
erine, in a Dominican robe, showing
the stigmata she received. Inside the
locket are bone or stone relics of
thirty-two saints, which greatly en-
hance the value of the locket.

Included with the miniture is a
character sketch of the paintings and
the high points in the creator’s life.

Another painting in the collection
is “Suzanne at the Bath” by Peter
Rubens. This painting, although one
of Rubens’ lesser works, shows that
it was painted by a master. It is an
excellent depiction of bulk, poise,
balance and weight. And it brings
out the Ruben “pinks” which. that
artist made popular.

The descriptive manuscript with
the painting gives the critics’ view
of .the picture, and brings out the
way in which the artist’s love of life
is reflected in his paintings.

Lucas Van Leyden’s work in the
exhibit depicts a scene from nature.
Critics feel that the painting is the
more valuable because it is not of
his usual scope; and, also, that the
trees, rocks and glades appear to be
ill-combined. In the foreground of
the picture is a minature saint.

Variety Highlights
Down’s Recital

Under the sponsorship of the
Allegheny Christian Association
Marion Jackson Downs, soprano,
gave a recital in Ford Memorial
Chapel on Thursday evening, May
5, before a small but enthusiastic
audience.

A musician with great talent and
an engaging personality, Mrs.
Downs maintained the flowing mel-
odic line of her opening number,
Handel’s “Thanks Be to Thee”, with
ease and perfect breath control.
Haydn's delightful “She Never Told
Her Love”, which followed, was
sung gracefully. But Mrs. Downs
abilities were not fully revealed un-
til the third number, the “Aria di
Polissena” from Handel’'s “Radam-
isto”. The soaring opening phrase
was breathtaking in its effect, and
Mrs. Downs sang with real drama-
tic fervor throughout the aria. Her
treatment of this aria was a rare
example of genuine con brio singing.

At the risk of bestowing too many
superlatives, one must conclude that
Mrs. Downs’ German lieder were
some of the fiinest bits of vocalizing
this campus has ever heard. Brahms’
“Liebestreu” and “Botschaft” and
Richard Straus’s “Traum Durch Die
Dammerung” and “Zueignung” com-
prised the group, and all of them
were exquisitely done. Straus’s
“Traum Durch Die Dammerung”
was particularly noteworthy; the ro-
mantic mood of the song was beau-
tifully conveyed.

The “Air de Lia” from Debussy’s
“L’Enfant Prodigue” was well sung,
but it lacked the finesse displayed
by Mrs. Downs in the previous unm-
bers. Luther Larsen, whose intelli-
gent accompaniments added to the
enjoyment of the evening, did an
exceptionally fine job of playing for
this difficult aria.

Mrs. Downs fourth group of songs
consisted of John Sacco’s “Revela-
tion”, Celius Daughtery’s amusing
“Declaration of Independence”, and
William Roy’s “This Little Rose”
and “Spring”.

Four spirituals concluded the pro-
gram: “Just A Closer Walk With
Thee”, “Roll Jerd'n Roll”, “Po Pil-
grim”, and “My Good Lord Done
Been Here”. “Po Pilgrim” was sung
without accompaniment, and its
haunting, chant-like effect is pro-
bably still ringing in many ears.

In response to the audience’s pro-
longed applause Mrs. Downs sang
three encores: “Go On Brother”,
“Amen”, in which the audience par-
ticipated, and a lullaby, “Sweet
Little Jesus”, which was also sung
without accompaniment—and sung
beautifully, too.

enthralled millions of people the
world over. Because Dr. Doolittle
will always remain one of the bright
spots in my childhood, I decided,
not so long ago, to find out some-
thing about his creator, Hugh Loft-
ing. Perhaps you will be interested.

Hugh Lofting was born at Maid-
enhead, Berkshire, England, in 1886,
He was educated by the Jesuits in
England ,and came to the United
States as a young man to continue
his studies at the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology. He traveled
in West Adfrica, Cuba and other
countries while he practiced civil
engineering. He was an officer in the
Irish Guards during World War I,
and was wounded at Flanders. He
was a tall, spare man, and his skin
was ruddy. As he grew older, his
hair turned gleaming white.

The Story of Dr. Doolittle was
first published in 1920. It had grown
from a series of illustrated letters
Lofting wrote his children from the
front during the war. Then came
The Voyages of Dr. Doolittle in
1922, It won the famous Newberry
Medal for the best book of the year
in children’s fiction. Soon millions
were reading of the fat little doctor
who “was very fond of animals and
kept many kinds of pets.” There
were Dab-Dab the duck; Gub-Gub
the pig; the dog Jip; the wise old
parrot Polynesia, who spoke perfect
English; and Too-Too, the wise old
owl to make everyone smile. They
have become immortal. Who doesn’t
remember the pushmepulyu, the trip
to the moon, the canary opera, and
hundreds of other magical people
and scenes? Lofting’s masterful il-
lustrations, which he drew himself,
added to the genius of his book.

Lofting was left a widower twice.
He and his third wife settled in Cali-
fornia during the 1930’s, and he liy-
ed there peacefully, writing an oc-
cassional book, until Sept. 26, 1947,
when he passed away at the age of
sixty-one. Helen Dean Fisher, Writ-
ing in The Saturday Review of
Literature, had this to say of his
passing:

“Perhaps the greatest tribute to
the passing of Hugh Lofting has
been paid by the children. Their

|detters-ef condolence, from all over

the world, speak poignantly of their
sense of loss. In his forward to the
tenth edition of The Story of Dr.
Doolittle, Hugh Walpole says—
“Doolittle seems to extend his hand
from the page and grasp that of the
reader, and I can see him going
down the centuries, a kind of Pied
Piper with thousands of children at
his heels’.”

. If you have not already guessed
it, let me say now that the Doolittle
books are just as wonderful and
entertaining for adult imaginations
as they are for children’s. Don’t
think that growing up means cast-
ing them aside. The Story of Dr.
Doolittle and The Voyages of Dr.
Doolittle are available in Reis Li-
brary, up in the Craig Room on the
Annette Miller Swartley memorial
shelves.

HOW TO STAY
IN COLLEGE

(These valuable suggestions are
taken from an article by Robert
Tyson, Department of Psychology
and Philosophy, Hunter College,
New York). :

(1) Look alert. Take notes eager-
ly. If you look at your watch, don’t
stare at it unbelievingly and shake it.

(2) Nod frequently and murmur,
“How true!” To you, this seems
exaggerated. To the professor, its
quite objective.

(3) Bring the professor news-
paper clippings dealing with his sub-
ject. This demonstrates a fiery in-
terest and gives him timely items
to mention to the class. If you can’t
find clippings dealing with his sub-
ject, bring in any clippings at ran-
dom. He thinks everything deals
with his subject.

(4) Sit in front, near him. (Ap-
plies only if you intend to stay
awake). If you’re going to all the
trouble of making a good impres-
sion, you might as well let him know
who you are, especially in a large
class.

(5) Laugh at his jokes. You can
tell. If he looks up from his notes
and smiles expectantly, he has told
a joke.

(6) Ask for outside reading. You
don’t have to read it. Just ask.

(7) If you must sleep, arrange to
be called at the end of the hour. It
creates an unfavorable impression
if the rest of the class has left and
you sit there alone, dozing.

(8) Ask any questions you think
he can answer. Conversely, avoid
announcing that you have found the
answer to a question he couldn’t
answer.

(9) Be sure the book you read
during the lecture looks like a book
from the course. If you do math in
psychology class and psychology in

math class, match the books for size

A hard-hitting Rochester University nine, first capitalizing
on Allegheny misplays and wildness, and then clouting solidly,
outscored the spirited Allegheny College team Saturday on the
new Park Avenue extension diamond by the score of 13-7.

Unable to solve Carl Herrmonn’s deceptive left-handed
hurling in the first two frames, Rochester tallied one run in the

third, five in the fourth, three in the
sixth, one in the seventh, and three
in the eighth to amass their thirteen
counters.

Meanwhile, Gator batsmen com-
bined six hits, three errors, two hit
batters, and ten bases on balls for
seven runs. Joe Paul drove in four
of the runs with two timely singles
and a walk with the bases loaded.
Allegheny Takes 2-1 Lead

After the New Yorkers had scor-
ed a run on Bruton’s triple and Jim
Montgomery’s bad throw, Allegheny
jumped into the lead with a two-
run third. Dixie Howell, who slam-
med two home runs at Clarion, led
off with a clean single to center
field. Herrmann sacrificed perfectly,
and Dick McEwen drew his second
of four walks. Rochester’s hurler,
Dieter, weakened as he hit Joe Poole
on the knee. With the sacks cram-
med, Jim Montgomery looked at
four consecutive balls, which tied the
score. Feisley popped out, but Joe
Paul drew a walk to make the score
2-1, Allegheny.

Wild Pitch Disastrous to Gators

With two out and two men on in
the next inning, Rochester took ad-
vantage of a peculiar break, which
finally resulted in five runs. Hogan,
Red Raider shortstop, swung des-
perately at an 0-2 pitch, and missed
by a foot. However, the pitch hit
the dirt in front of catcher Howell,
and bounced back to the screen, en-
abling Hogan to reach first. The
pitch hurt Herrmann’s arm, and he
lost his effectiveness. He walked
Dick Garnish, and Bruton singled
sharply, scoring the second and
third runs of the inning. Herrmann
unléashed another wild heave, scor-
ing Garnish and moving Bruton to
third. After Becker walked, Bruton
stole home for Rochester’s sixth tal-
ly of the contest.

Doug “Diz” Benson toed the
mound in the fifth frame, and he
yielded three runs in two innings
on five hits and a walk. Two excel-
lent fielding plays by Charlie Rimer,
Gator third sacker, minimized the
scoring.

Garbarkmen Score Twice

With the count 9-2 against them,
the Garbark-coached squad began to
click.
