IMPRESSIVE CEREMONIES AT 
LAYING OF CORNERSTONE 

Quill Club initiates 	Fourteen glen Win

ALLEGHENY SCRUBS TRIUMPH 
OVER THIEL RESERVES 8-6 

as many visitors, the ceremonies of 
laying the corner stone of the new 
gymnasium were held at three o'clock 
on Tuesday 24, 1919. Due to the 
weather conditions Doctor Hammer-
schlag, President of the Carnegie 
Institute of Technology, the speak-
er procured for the occasion, 
rendered his address in the Chapel. 
President Crawford introduced the 
speaker and read a telegram from 
Mr. A. W. Thompson, President of 
the Board of Trustees, in which the 
latter excused himself from the cere-
mony because of important business 
affairs. 

The subject of Doctor Hammer-
schlag's address was based upon 
athletics, the appropriate topic for 
the occasion, and one upon which 
the speaker is very well versed as 
he was himself a former athlete and 
has always taken a keen interest in 
athletics. The address was in the 
nature of a defence of the system of 
athletics employed at his school and 
at Allegheny, by 'Which system no 
financial inducements are offered to 
star players in order to obtain their 
services. 

"It is typically American," said 
Dr. Hammerschlag, to commercialize 
athletics as we commercialize every 
thing else. The lax rules concerning 
amateur athletes makes this possible 
in our schools. If a man, not in col-
lege, accepts money ror playing, he 
is classed as professional; yet college 
athletes get their way paid through 
school, either entirely or -in part, for 

/their services. Do the athletics rep-
resent the students of the school, 
the things which the school stands 
for, or do they represent a separate 
branch of school life, that part which 
is occupied by the big, brawny, beefy 
type of manhood which is in school 
for no other purpose than to raise 
the athletic standard of the school 
in the eyes of the public? 

"Shall we have sport for sport's 
sake or shall we let the desire to 

- -win overcome the higher things of 
school life? The question is; do We 
want a school which trains artisti, 
scientists, technical men, etc., a 
school which sends out leaders of 
men, or do we want one which has 
a reputation for graduating great 
players, the big man, the animal 
type? How many famous athletes 
have succeeded after leaving school 
in making a great place for them-
selves in the world? Few," says 
Doctor Hammers/Wag. 

The address was ended with an ap-
peal to the students to join with those 
of Carnegie Tech "in a stand for 
cleaner • athletic methods; for those 
which stand.. for the perfecting of the 
body in order that men may, through 
their clean fine bodies, do bigger and 
more courageous things." 

After this address the ceremony of 
laying the corner stone was held on 
the northwest side of the gymnasium. 
In a few words, Dr. Crawford spoke 
of the three things that the new 
building was expected to stand for: 
"First, a better physical manhood; 
second, a larger place for Allegheny 
College in inter-scholastic athletics; 
and third, a building which will en-
hance the dignified social life of the 
school and contribute to a larger life 
for this old College." 

Prayer was offered by Doctor Miles, 
treasurer of the school. Coach Ham-

Alumni Hold Dinner 
In New York City 

DR. CRAWFORD SPEAKS OF NEW 
GYMNASIM. IDA TARBELL 

AND DR. ELLIOTT OTHER 
SPEAKERS. 

Fifty-three loyal Alleghenians at-
tended the annual dinner of the New 
York Alumni Association held at the 
Aldine Club, 200 Fiftn Avenue on 
Friday, November 14, 1919. 

It was not only the largest, but 
the most representative group Kt' 
alumni ever assembled in New York 
City. The venerable George Mc-
Loughlin, of the class of '64, came 
down from Albany, and the various 
classes from that early date to the 
present were well represented. 

The speakers were Ida Tarbell, Dr. 
Elliott and President Crawford. 
President Crawford toad of the exten-
sive plans for the future develop-
ment of the College, with special 
reference to the new gym.

"It is a challenge to our intelli-
gence to resort to police force in 
dealing with those whose thoughts 
and ideas differ from ours," said Miss 
Tarbell in speaking of the present un-
rest which seems to be sweeping the 
United States ana the world.

Allegheny's Second Team met and 
defeated the Thiel College • Reserves 
in a hard-fought battle on Montgom-
ery Field Saturday to the tune of 
8 to 6. Led by Captain Barcus, the 
Allegheny team showed a wonderful 
spirit of aggressiveness from the 
kick-off to the final whistle. 

The Thiel aggregation started off 
like a whirlwind, and, before the 
Allegheny defense had time to realize 
the fact, the visitors had pushed the 
ball over the goal for a touchdown. 
Allegheny soon got its breath, and 
never after was the Allegheny goal 
in danger. 

Mansfield easily played the best 
game for his team, time after time 
carrying the ball for large gains. 
Gordon, who was substituted for 
Secor in the last quarter, made an 
eighty-yard run near .  the end of the 
game; it could not have been better 
timed to suit the mad mob of specta-
tors who witnessed the game. Every 
man on the Allegheny team was full 
of pep and fight and made good use 
of his knowledge obtained by prac-
ticing daily against the first team.

The Chapel period last Saturday 

morning was turned over to the Stu- 
dent Senate and the men of the Col-

- lege. 
Two important matters 	were 

brought before the male student body. 
One was the question of the Honor 
System. There has been more or 
less discrepancy in connection with 
the conduct of the periodic quisses 
in the various classes. When the 
Senate requested a motion for the 
support or abolition of the system, 
the student body voted its unani-
mous approval. From now on, with 
this wholehearted support, the Stu-
dent Senate, in the capacity of the 
Honor Court, will prosecute and in-
flict the maximum penalty upon those 
who violate the principles and rules 
as laid down in the Honor System. 
Any Freshman who has not a clear 
cut and well defined conception as 
to the meaning and real significance 
of the Honor System and the Honor 
pledge which he affixes to his test 
paper, should speak to Mr. Meredith, 
President of the Student Senate, or 
any other member of that body, and 
become thoroughly cognisant of their 
full importance and signification. 

A second very vital consideration 
was the detrimental effect of some 
college pranks on the good name of 
our Institution. The sentiments of 
many of the students were heard. 
References were made to several in-
cidents of the last couple weeks and 
of which we are all acquainted. The 
main idea of all the speeches was 
that some harmless pranks add to 
the spirit of the College and let the 
people of Meadville know that Alle-
gheny College is in their town; but 
such harmful escapades as have been 
performed lately must be abolished. 
We, all of us, must abstain from any 
prank that is detrimental to the good 
name of our Alma Mater. 

LIBRARY. 

During the past week an interest-
ing collection of Bibles, Testaments, 
and other old books have been placed 
in the exhibition case of the library. 
Some of the earliest editions of these. 
bear dates of the early 16th and 17th 
centuries, are printed in Chinese, 
Greek, Latin, and English, have rare 
engravings, hand-tooled bindings, and 
form an interesting display from the 
Jacob Winstrop, and William Bent-
ley collections.
