Louis Adamic, noted author of My 
America and The Native's Return, will 
lecture here tomorrow night at 8:15 
in Ford Chapel. His subject will be 
"Thirty Million New Americans". 

Mr. Adamic, who is universally re-
garded as the unofficial spokesman 
for the some 38,000,000 immigrants 
and their descendants who have enter-
ed this country during the past 100 
years, has led an extremely colorful 
life and probably knows more inti-
mately his adopted land than most 
native-born Americans. 

He left his native Yugoslavia at the 
age of fourteen and came to the 
United States. His first job was that 
of assistant to the mailer on a Slo-
venian newspaper in New York City. 
By reading everything that he could 
find, with the aid of a Slovenian-Eng-
lish dictionary, and writing free-lance 
articles whenever he could find the 
time, he finally landed a job in the 
newspaper's editorial department. 

There followed a rapid succession of 
jobs in various parts of the country. 
He worked in a Jersey silk mill, on the 
docks in California, in restaurants, 
cabinet shops, shoe factories, and tex-
tile mills. During the war he served 
with the American Army overseas and 
after the Armistice spent a, ten months' 
Interlude at sea. He worked for a 
time on a Los Angeles newspaper, but 
gave it up because it permitted too 
little leisure for reading. 

In 1928, while working on the docks 
at San Pedro, California, H. L. Menc-
ken accepted his first article for the 
American Mercury. That was follow-
ed by numerous other magazine ar-
