R. 0. T. C. NOT PROVING 
POPULAR ELSEWHERE. 

Only 34 students of this college 
voted for the establishing of an R. 0. 
T C. unit here at the vote taken in 
Chapel last Thursday morning. As 
100 members are required before a 
unit can be established the result of 
the vote leaves no doubt that for the 
time being Allegheny is through with 
military training. Although before 
the demobilization of the S. A. T. C. 
there were 107 students who signified 
their intention of joining the Reserve 
Officers' Training Corps should a unit 
be established here, many of these 
men have not returned to school sines 
the holidays. Besides, since then Dr. 
Crawford has announced that should 
a man join the R. 0. T. C. he would 
have to take the training for two years 
as a condition for graduation. - 

In thus turning down the R. 0. T. 
C. Allegheny is in line with the east-
ern colleges, Yale being the only one 
which has voted for a unit. At Union 
College, at Schenectady, New York, 
not one student voted to have a unit 
established at that college. Though 
last Fall every student was eager for 
military training, by this time there 
seems to be a great revulsion of feel-
ing among students all over the coun-
try resulting, no doubt, from the 
organization of the S. A. T. C.

Here is another instance which re-
veals the fact that things are gradu-
ally working back to the accustomed 
forms "before the war." It also illus-
trates the fact that Allegheny College 
is no longer under military control. 

While the college was under mili-
tary control it was necessary, because 
of various reasons, that classes begin 
at 7:40 A. M. But as time passed on 
and the military control passed out, 
the reasons for beginning at 7:40 
passed out also. It thus came about 
that on Thursday, January 2, 1919, 
classes were made to begin 30 min-
utes later. This time is much the 
same as the time of former years. The 
first two classes in the morning be-
gin at the same time as those in 
former years while the last two begin 
ten minutes earlier than heretofore. 
The classes in the afternoon are en-
tirely different as they begin at 1:30. 
2:30, etc., where before they began at 
2:00, 3:00, etc. Classes are just thirty 
minutes later than they were under 
tha military system. 

On Thursday, January 2, many 
astonished students were aroused by 
the ringing of the bell at 7:30 A. M., 
as was the custom thus far this year. 
Many did not know what to think but 
those who were interested enough to 
inquire discovered that the janitor 
had not been informed of the change 
of time. He was not in chapel when 
the announcement was made and had 
received no special information re-
garding it. The bell was rung again 
at 8:00 and classes started at 8:10. 
Thus it happened that the 8:10 class 
was inaugurated at Allegheny in 1919.

URGED TO ATTEND. 

Wounded men in hospitals and sol 
diers in cantonments awaiting demob-
ilization need magazines more than 
ever, according to reports received by 
the American Library Association 
from its camp and hospital librarians. 
From the same source it is reported 
that the supply of magazines contrib-
uted by the public has fallen off ma-
terially since the signing of the armis-
tice. 

Whenever you put a one cent stamp 
on a magazine and drop it into a mail 
box, it quickly gets into the hands of 
these men, who need this sort of 
reading matter very much. Every 
sort of periodical is in demand, so 
long as they are recent issues. Hu-
morous, fiction, business, literary-
every sort of weekly and monthly 
publication is eagerly read. Trade 
and technical periodicals are in de-
mand. 

It is such a very little thing for 
anyone to do, just to put a one-cent 
stamp on the notice which is printed 
on the cover of every periodical pub-
lished in America and drop it in the 
postoffice. The only apparent reason 
why the supply of these magazines 
has fallen off seems to be the general 
impression that all of the men in uni-
form are to he immediately sent back 
home. But we shall have a million 
and more men in camps for many 
months to come and tens of thou-
sands in the hospitals, and, as the 
camp librarians point out, they have 
more time for reading and reading is 
more necessary to their happiness 
and well-being than it was while all 
were keyed up to the heights of en-
thusiasm.

Oxford Dictionary Purchased. 

The Library has been open sixty 
hours a week as compared with fifty-
four and one-half hours a week in 
other years in order to meet the needs 
of the new regime.

Within the past week Lieutenant 
Allen G. Hutcheon, ex-'19, who en-
listed in the Canadian Artillery, re-
turncd to the United States after hav-
ing been a prisoner in Germany since 
the German drive of last April. 

Lieutenant Hutcheon was located 
along the Belgian Front at Ypres 
when he was captured. At this t: me 
hundreds of other French and Eng-
lish soldiers were taken prisoner. 
They were immediately taken back 
several miles from the front where 
they were kept. He states that they 
were really better cared for than one 
would expect. This was largely due 
to the fact that he was an officer 
However, he says that one was bare-
ly able to keep from starvation. The 
daily ration consisted of several slices 
of bread and turnip soup. They were 
cared for fairly well when one consid-
ers the poor food conditions for the 
German people themselves. 

Mr, Hutcheon states that the Ger-
man people are not aware of the fact 
that they have been defeated, but that 
on the other hand they are welcoming 
back the returning troops. He says 
in all parts of Germany he had been 
in there were banners on which there 
was the inscription, "Welcome, vic-
torious soldiers." 

Mr. Hutcheon expects his commis-
sion as First Lieut nant in February 
when he will have ais.eighteen months 
as Second Lieutenant. 

Lieutenant Hutcheon is one of the 
many men of Allegheny who has had 
such thrilling experlences, and -frollitj' .  
now on other men will probably re-
turn with tales equally interesting. 
However, it is not likely that any of 
them have had the misfortune of 
being a prisoner.

AMERICAN PHILOSOPHIC 114 ASSO- 
CIATION HOLDS ANNUAL 

MEETING. 

Allegheny College Represented by Dr .  

F. G. Henke. 	' 

The annual meeting of the Ameri-
can Philosophical Association was 
held in Emerson Hall of Harvard Uni-
versity, on December 27, 28, 1918. 
The principal topic of the convention 
was "Vitalism Versus Mechanism." 
Allegheny College was represented in 
the convention in the person of Dr. 
F. G. Henke, of the Department of 
Philosophy and Education. Dr. Henke 
addressed the assembly on the subject, 
"The Psychology of Vitalism." 

Other speakers were: 
Prof. H. S. Jennings, of the Depart-

ment of Biology at Johns Hopkins. 
Prof. L. J. Henderson, of the De-

partment of Chemistry at Harvard. 
Prof. H. C. Warren, of the Depart-

ment of Psychology at Princeton. 
Prof. W. T. Marvin, of the Depart-

ment of Philosophy at Rutgers. 
The members of the Association 

are elected. The territory of the Asso-
ciation is the National Boundary but 
the majority of the members are from 
the eastern states. About 65 were 
in attendance.

Lee, and Dr. Ross responded in, a very 
interesting manner. It thus seems 
probable th• Monday chapel services 
have left the College until some other 
"partner of God" starts another war.
