'Critics have judged Cromwell 

liairshI and called his work destruc­

tive lather than constructive, negatiee 

ratlier than positive. Ho was called 

cruel, stern usurper and regicide: yet 

he was a man of conscience. He acte.-l 

because It ^a;; necessary anti beeausc 

of bis love for liberty and because he 

felt it was his duty. His aim was to 

make England a great nation, and 

nover was it more respected abroad 

than u n d e r  Cromwell. He was not 1  

negative force. He acted not for him ­

self, but for his love of justice. There 

ip no lietter test of man’s ability than 

the use he makes of power. Crom­

well controlled church, state, navy and 

army, yet he acted not for himself but 

for his love of justice.

THE DEATH OF PRESIDENT BAR­

ROWS IS CASTING A DEEP 

GLOOM OVER OBERLIN— PRESI­

DENT BARROWS WAS A UNIVER­

SAL FAVORITE AMONG THE 

STUDENTS OF OBERLIN— HIS 

DEATH IS A GREAT LOSS TO 

THE EDUCATIONAL WORLD.

At ten minutes before three o’clock 

on last Tuesday morning Dr. Barrows, 

president of Oberlin University, passed 

peacefully away. On his return from 

New York on May 23, where he had 

been attending the general assembly 

of the Presbyterian church. President 

Barrows contracted pneumonia and 

while everything possible was done to 

relieve the sufferer he gradually be­

came weaker and finally heart failure 

resulted in his death. The students of 

Oberlin universally mourn his death. 

President Barrows had- won a warm 

place in the hearts of Oberlin students 

and the expression of sympathy for 

their president in his last hours of his 

life were most touching.

Dartmouu University has substitut­

ed a cane spree for the annual cane 

rush which was abolished last fall. 

The cane spree will come off promen­

ade week, and will consist of single 

regulated contests, divided into feath­

erweight, lightweight and heavyweight 

matches between picked men of the 

Sophomore and Freshmen classges.

This makes five contests, offering a 

total prize of $147.00.

During the present year sixteen 

contestants participated in three con­

tests. The Chautauqua contest did 

not take place, Allegheny electing a 

man to represent her instead. One 

pleasing feature of this year's oratory 

was the number of under-graduates 

taking part. But two Seniors con­

tested. while the Freshman class was 

represented in every contest, winning 

two and furnishing the champion of 

the Inter-Collegiat<! contest. In the 

Farson contest two Freshmen, a Jun­

ior and Senior took part. It was won 

by a Freshman. In the Philo-Franklin, 

won by a Freshman, one contestant 

came from the Sophomore class, three 

from the Freshman and one from the 

Preparatory school.

In the Class of '90 contest two Sen­

iors, two Sophomores and three Fresh­

men represented their respective 

classes. When the Inter-Society con­

test takes place a Freshman will op­

pose a Freshman; not a bad record 

for the class of ’05.
