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ALLEGHENY DEFEATED 
AFTER STUBBORN FIGHT 

Two Field Goals Responsible for the Score. Buchtel 
Only Able to Make Two First Downs.

In one of the hardest and most 
fiercely contested games of the year 
Allegheny closed the football season 
on Thanksgiving day by losing to the 
strong Buchtel team at Akron by the 
score of 6-0. This result does not 
represent in the least the relative 
strength of the two teams as both of 
the field goals made by Buchtel came 
as the direct results of "football 
luck." The game was played on a 
field which, aside from being covered 
with snow, was frozen hard and rough 
rendering it almost impossible to 
play an op-en game. During the lat-
ter part of the game both teams re-
sorted almost entirely to the kicking 
game and the outcome was altogether 
a question as to which team would be 
the more fortunate in recovering 
punts. It was practically impossible 
to judge the ball as a high wind was 
blowing all the time and most of the 
kicks bounded along the rough ground 
giving the men playing back very lit-
tle opportunity to run the ball back 
for any gain. Nevertheless, the man-
ner in which Hawk, Thomas and 
Townsend handled the kicks which 
came any where near them was re-
markable, and their running back of 
punts, under the conditions, was one 
of the features of the game. 

During the first half Allegheny 
played one of the best games that 
they have played this year and as a 
result swept the Buchtel aggregation 
off their feet during this time. Play-
ing nothing but straight football, in-
termingled with several successful 
forward passes and one or two trick 
plays, Allegheny advanced the ball 
time after time to the ten yard line 
but there each time, owing to the 
slippery conditions of the field which 
prevented quick starts, the -ball was 
lost on downs. Throughout this half 
Buchtel was on the defensive, being 
forced to kick every time after one 
down. In fact they were not able to 
make a first down in this half and 
only succeeded in annexing two first 
downs in the entire game. Through 
the line they could not gain an inch 
and the ends were almost as impreg-
nable. Jackson was practically the 
only man on the team who could make 
any impression on Allegheny's de-
fense and the impression he made was 
not marked. He and Criss were the 
towers of strength for Buchtel, on 
defense they being in almost every 
play that was stopped. 

At no time throughout the game 
was Allegheny's line in danger. Both 
of Buchtel's scores came after they 
had been held for two downs and to 
say that they were lucky goals is only 
putting it mildly. The first goal came 
after Buchtel had received the ball 
on her own ten yard line after Alle-
gheny had failed to advance the ball 
the necessary ten yards. Jackson 
kicked and after much diving and 
rolling a Buchtel man managed to get 
it. On the next play they kicked 
again and once more the ball bounded 
into a Buchtel man's hands. A short 
forward pass placed the ball on the 
twenty yard line and even from there 
the kick cleared the bar with only 
a couple of inches to spare. This 
one was made at the close of the sec-
ond quarter. In the third quarter al-
most the same thing occured again. 
Buchtel punted from the middle of 
the field and the ball rolled to Alle-
gheny's five yard line. Hawk slipped 
on the kick and the ball went out of 
bounds on the twenty yard line. A 
short forward pass and a trick play 
placed the ball again on the eleven 
yard line and once more Veitle 
dropped it over. This ended the scor-
ing and the remainder of the game

was given over to kicking almost en-
tirely. Luchtel considered themselves 
lucky to get away with the two scores 
they had made and were satisfied to 
play a safe game during the remain-
ing time. 

Allegheny gave Buchtel several 
bad scares during the course of the 
game by putting the ball in danger-
ous territory. Once in attempting a 
place kick, Miller allowed for the high 
wind that was blowing but the ball 
was booted in such a way that it 
missed the force of the wind and 
sailed near the cross bar. C. Dotter-
rer at another stage of the game 
broke through the Ohioans' defense 
and succeeded in blocking a punt. 
The ball struck him in the eye and 
rolled over the goal line but the force 
of the ball had blinded him for the 
moment and a chance for a touch-
down was lost. 

Although the entire team may be 
said to have played a star game, nev-
ertheless the work of Abbott on of-
fense and of Hawk and Townsend 
in running back punts deserves es-
pecial mention. This was Abbott's 
last game for Allegheny after four 
long years of more than creditable 
work, during which time he has been 
in every contest and the game 
which he played on Thursday was a 
fitting close to such a record. He 
was unquestionably the most consist-
ent ground gainer for Allegheny and 
at times made as much as fifteen 
yards through the line. In running 
back punts Hawk, Thomas and Town-
send did remarkable work carrying 
the ball at least fifteen yards after 
each punt which they were able to 
get near. On defense Erb, C. Dotter-
rer and Townsend also played great 
games stopping several plays before 
they were even started. In fact, the 
whole team deserves the greatest 
amount of credit for an excellent ex-
hibition of fight and grit in the face 
of great odds.

Varsity Practice Will Probably Begin 
on Thursday. 

'Since the final blowing of the ref-
eree's whistle at Akron, closing the 
Allegheny football season, attention 
has shifted to basketball as the next 
sport on the college schedule. Dur-
ing the remainder of the semester and 
until March 1 the team will take 
charge of the gymnasium' in prepara-
tion for the long hard schedule that 
is being prepared by the manager. 

Coach Stewart has issued a call for 
all candidates fcr the varsity basket-
ball five to make their appearance at 
the gymnasium next Thursday. This 
will give the men who play on both 
the football and basketball teams 
sufficient time to rest before begin-
ning the hard training required by 
the floor game. 

The prospects for another winning 
team this year are bright. All the 
old players of last year, with the ex-
ception of Firestone, are in school 
again this year and may be countea 
on to strengthen the five. Of the 
regular varsity, Hawk, Croasmun, 
Lindberg, Thomas, C. Dotterrer, Nich-
ols and Mates will all be in the best 
of shape. The loss of Firestone will 
necessitate a new man for the "shoot-
ing guard" position but it is probable 
that Coach Stewart will have no trou-
ble in finding a man from the large 
number on last year's squad and the 
new material that appears each year. 
The centennial class is reported to 
have an unusually large share of for-
mer high schdol and academy stars 
so that little doubt need be held for 
a winning team. 

It seems quite probable that the 
first game will be a contest between 
the varsity and a picked team front 
the alumni. 'Following this the man-
ager is arranging for contests with 
the leading teams in this part of the 
country. Several schools in the 
league will probably be played in ad-
dition to a number of the eastern 
Ohio colleges. An effort will be made 
to book several of the larger univer-
sities here on the local floor. Roches-
ter, Syracuse, Ohio State and Ohio 
Wesleyan are all noted for their bas-
ketball teams and it is with this type 
of fives that the majority of the 
games will be played, if possible. 
Mount Union, Hiram and Carnegie 
Tech will probably be met early in 
the season.

Rev. Ezra Squier Tipple, of Madi-
son, N. J., one of the foremost minis-
ters of the Methodist Episcopal 
church, has been secured by Presi-
dent Crawford to preach the second 
of the series of college sermons on 
Sunday, December 10.

Since his graduation from Syracuse 
in 18-84, Dr. Tipple has been connect-
ed with the prominent departments of 
the church.

The fol-
lowing year he took a Phil), from the 
same school and soon after a D.D. and 
in 1887 entered the Methodist minis-
try, taking charge of St. Luke's 
church. In 18-93 he became the pas-
tor of Grace Church of New York 
and later of St. James' church. From 
1901-1904 he was a member of the 
Thank Offering Committee and after 
that he again became pastor of Grace 
Church. In 1905, he left the active 
ministry to become professor of prac-
tical theology at Drew Theological 
School. He is a trustee of Syracuse 
University and a member of the board 
of managers of the missionary society 
of the church. Dr. Tipple is author 
of a number of books including sev-
eral collections of Drew Sermons.

The M. C. A., will be one of the 
Special most important periods of 
Meetings the entire college year. At 

this time the men of the 
college will listen to the words of two 
earnest, capable leaders who have an 
excellent knowledge of all the various 
problems which confront every col-
lege man. The representatives of all 
the religious organizations are mak-
ing special preparations for this week 
and are especially anxious that every-
one will do all in his power to make 
the meetings a success. 

The strong plea of both these men 
to be regarded as ordinary men 
should be remembered. It was ow-
ing to this man to man relationship 
that so much good was effected last 
year. These leaders wish it to be un-
derstood that they are coming to talk 
to the students, not to preach at 
them. Their prime desire is not to 
radically change the lives of some, 
but to arouse many from that condi-
tion of religious inactivity which is 
too often characteristic of college 
men. 

With the defeat by Buchtel on 
Thursday the football season for 1911 

becomes a part of Allegheny 
The history. And the pleasing 
Football part of the fact is that the 
Season season was one that we 

could well afford to be proud 
of, both in regard to the number of 
games won and the spirit and deter-
mination shown by the team under 
the most trying circumstances. Four 
games won, four lost and one tied is 
the record as shown by the scores. 
The victories were all the kind that 
are worth boasting of while the de-
feats were far from the disgraceful 
sort. Cornell and Mt. Union won de-
cisive victories, although the cause 
of the Grove City defeat might be 
charged directly to a straining of the 
eligibility rules governing the league. 
B'uchtel also found their strongest op-
ponent in the gold and blue eleven. 
The victories—Kenyon, Tech, Geneva 
and West Virginia and the scoreless 
Hiram game—clearly showed the real 
worth of the Allegheny eleven. And 
best of all—the championship of the 
Western Pennsylvania Inter-collegiate 
Athletic League for the second suc-
cessive, year. 

Too much credit cannot be given to 
every member of the team and par-
ticularly to Coach Stewart for the re-
sult of the season. It is worth while 
considering the fact that only one 
Freshman played regularly on the 
varsity while four star players of last 
year either failed to return to school 
or were unable to participate in the 
game for various reasons. This made 
the development and selection of men 
to fill those places from the second 
team imperative. More men were in-
jured this year, too, than in any one 
season for some time and this also 
required the use of more men at the 
different positions. For the team 
which made Allegheny's greatest 
showing this year it seems, therefore, 
that the student body owes Coach 
Stewart their thanks for develop-
ing a team that knew how to 
play scientific football and was able

The Adventurer 
The good old man with whom the 

'Adventurer was talking had said many 
'valuable as well as interesting things, 
but it was when he drifted to the 
question of the 'present moral condi-
tion of students that 'the 'Adventurer 
became especially interested; for on 
this matter he had spent some thought 
himself. The old man was distinguish-
ed by his firm moral 'fibre and in his 
declining years was, if at all different, 
more rigid than ever in his criterion 
of morality. 

"Yes," he was saying, "conditions in 
the colleges today are much different 
than they were when I was a student. 
Of course I can not speak with ab-
solute certainty of !the condition in 
my time or of the condition now, for 
then I knew little 'other than what 
went on in my own school and now I 
can judge only from what II hear from 
my daughter's children and their 
chums. in (my time we had a strict re-
gard for honesty and cleanliness. It 
was a frequent occurrence, not only in 
our school but in many colleges and 
universities, to hear of men being al-
most literally kicked out of school for 
having cheated in examinations, or 
having committed some such petty of-
fense, But today I hear little talk of 

such things. That may be due 'of 
course to the fact that there is less 
cheating now. But 'however that may 
be. it is not only against such acts 
of dishonesty as this that I would 
caution you, but against tnose sneak-
ing little tricks such as opening your 
book in the class room when the pro-
fessor cannot see you. That was a 
common practice in my day and I have 
no doubt it is now. But oh, how I did 
despise a fellow who would do a thing 
dike that! There were lots of them, 
and consequently I despised many. 
There are 'probably many of your com-
panions who do such things as this 
and think nothing of it, but my son, 
I tell you I would rather see you com-
mit an apparently much larger act of 
dishonesty than such a small, sneak-
ing thing as that. 'When I was a boy 
I used to get in lots of scrapes and 
there was no one who was more will-
ing to go out for a larL. than I. But 
when the owning-up part came in, I 
was again in the front rank. So, my 
son, let me tell you that the best plan 
is to 'do the thing that is right. 'Don't 
play the rotten game. Don't lie to 
your professor for the sake of making 
a little better mark than you would 
otherwise get. Don't cheat or do any 
mean act which you think is going to 
get a 'better grade for you; for while 
you think you win, in the end, my boy, 
you're sure to lose."

We do not like to 
say that the students are not inter-
ested or that they lack the college 
spirit necessary to give a team the 
Proper encodtagement but it is a sin-
gular fact that the team was met on 
their return by an enthusiastic 
crowd twice out of seven times. If 
the team was to take this one thing 
as an indication of our loyalty they 
would certainly consider us all rather 
self centered.

It is 
not an uncommon thing to have 
twenty men report for practice each 
night and it is practically impossible 
for each man to have thus an individ-
ual tryout, an opportunity which is 
given in the extra four teams.

"Had I been able, I would have at-
tended the Harvard-Yale game last 
Saturday at Cambridge. Failing to 
get tickets, I consoled myself with 
the thought of J. P. 1Vlorgan's applica-
tion, which, in spite of the fact that 
the great banker has given Harvard 
Medical School nearly two million 
dollars, was unceremoniously tossed 
into the waste basket. The next best 
inter-collegiate event of the day 
seemed to be the big cross country 
run on Saturday morning. 

Although overshadowed by the 
afternoon contest at the Stadium, the 
run was in many ways an event of 
great importance. Especially was 
this true in respect to the champion-
ship honors involved, as both the 
crimson and blue had been eliminated 
as possibilities for first place in the 
football world. Eleven colleges were 
entered in the cross country run, al-
though Michigan and the College of 
the City of New York withdrew short-
ly 'before the meet. The greatest at-
traction of the meet was John Paul 
Jones, the holder of the amateur mile 
record, intercollegiate half mile cham-
pion 1911 and cross country runner 
in 19110. His fellow team mate, •Cap-
tain Berna, who had won the individ-
ual championship for Cornell in 1909, 
was also singled out for no little at-
tention.

London Preacher Here 
__— 

Dr. Reginald J. Campbell Addresses 

Students While in City. 

--- 

Dr. Reginald J. Campibell, of the 
City Temple, London, who has been 
leauring the United States, was 
in 'Meadville 'Monday, Tuesday and 
Wednesday of this week as the 'guest 
of the Meadville Theological School. 
Though only 44 years of age, Dr. 
Camjiotll is an authority in the theo-
logical world. He graduated from 
Oxiord and after his graduation en-
tered Chr.st's Church with the inten-
tion of taking orders in the Church of 
England, though he did not become a 
priest. He early became pastor in 
Bristol where he had 'phenomenal suc-
cess, and while still a young man he 
was called to be the assistant of Dr. 
Parker, of the City Temple, London, 
On Dr. Parker'e death he succeeded 
him in that famous pulpit where he 
still preaches to throngs of people 
from all over the world. 

On Tuesday morning, Dr. 'Campbell 
led the. college chapel speaking on 
the 'first beatitude, 'Blessed are the 
poor in spirit, for theirs is the king-
dom of Heaven," making a deep im-
pression on his audience. 'He has a 
fascinating quality, a winsomness of 
personal expression end charm that 
no other person has and it is this 
charm that constitutes the power of 
his sermons. The quality of sweet 
personal winsomness is penetrated 
with spirituality and he does not 
spare himself to awaken in others a 
like feeling -for God. His keen pene-
trating eye and clean cut features, to-
getber with his snow white hair make 
him a very striking figure. 

While he was in Meadville he gave 
himself most generously to the peo-
ple, volunt ,, cling to speak and do 
much more 'than was asked of him. 
WhIle Dr. ,Campbell was brought to 
'Meadville iby President .Southworth of 
the Meadville Theological School, 
both 'President (Southworth and Dr. 
Campbell were Especially generous in 
their willingness to have the entire 
population hear him and his time was 
taken up addressing various meet:nge 
'in the town and at the two colleges. 
112 said that he was glad that he had 
come to 'Meadville as he had not 
been in any 1)lace in America that he 
enjoyed as much.. During the week 
he received a letter from a close 
friend of his in Boston asking him 
why in the world he went to Mead-
ville. In reply he said, "I have not 
had as good a time anywhere since 
I have been in America as in (Mead-
ville." 

While here the thought flashed in 
his mind, on seeing the results of his 
contact with the community, if he 
ought not to have a parapatetic m'n-
istry three months of the year during 
which time he should spend a week in 
a number of communities where 'he  

could reach the ministers and stu-
dents aspiring to the ministry. With-
out a doubt much good could be done 
in this way both by enlarging the con-
ception of the ministers to the work 
before them and pointing out to them 
great problems of the age.
