Dear Miss Tarbell:-

Your letter of May 17th received. I am sorry
there has been any misunderstanding abcut the terms on your
series. If you will look over our agreement, you will see
that the agreement is on a net basis and what constitutes net
is specified. Net means that we take the total cash collec-
tions and deduct therefrom, the cost of photographs, lay-outs,
engraving and mats, which averages about $65.00 per week.

It is true, that when you talked about photographs I told you
that we would take care of the payment of them, meaning that

. we would pay the bills or that if you spent any money for photo-

graphs we would reinmburse you, but these payments whatever they
may be, would be deducted from the gross proceeds and we would
have fifty-fifty in the final counting.

If this was not your understanding when you talked
to us and when you signed the agreement, then certainly, I want
to adjust it to your satisfaction, but this is the usual way of
handling syndicate features. We take all selling expense, pro=
motions, circularizing, postage, traveling, etc. and all that is
charged against the proceeds of the feature is what it costs to
put it into shape to furnish it to the newspapers, but as I said
before, if this was not your understanding at the time the agree=
ment was made, then we will revise it on the basis of what you
understood. In all our dealings we want to be fair, and there
is no one we have dealt with to, a greater obligation toc be fair

than yourself. L,. i QE q
