
President of College Board of Trustees Addressed 
Students at Chapel Tuesday. Urges Equipment. 

An ovation greeted President Frank 
A. Arter, of the Board of Trustees, 
when he appeared unexpectedly in 
chapel Tuesday morning. The ser-
vice was shortened in order that Mr. 
Arter might speak to the student 
body for a few minutes. He was in-
troduced by Dr. Crawford in a pleas-
ing manner. 

After he had humorously related a 
few of his early experiences, Mr. Ar-
ter took occasion to make some ser-
ious remarks. He said in part: 

"The world today is expecting tal-
ented young men and women, but 
some get there too soon. The point 
is, it is expecting you, but you must 
be well trained. There is a part 

which you must do. You can't pour 
brains into a young head like you can 
molasses into a jug. It is you that 
have to do the work. You may have 
the best professors possible, but not 
get anything out of college. In the 
best of colleges there are some stu-
dents who do riot grasp their oppor-
tunities, and after all, that is the 
thing in life—to grasp the opportun-
ity as it comes toward you." 

Then President Arter elaborated 
briefly on the value of initiative and 
closed with this splendid message: 

"The best thing I can wish for you 
is prosperity and success in life, but 
that you may not get there too soon; 
that when you leave these halls, you 
may be fully equipped." 

Football Men Choose Their Captain 
For Next Season. 

The football squad met on Satur-
day, at 12:30 and elected Lavely as 
the captain for next year. Ten men 
were eligible to vote. 

Lavely played a consistent game 
all season. He starred in almost 
every contest. So far as hitting the 
line and breaking up interference was 
concerned, Lavely never failed to be 
on the spot at the right time. He is 
well deserving of this honor, and his 
selection means much for the team in 
1910.

The eulogy will be delivered 
by Mr. F. L. LaBounty, and will be 
followed by a very solemn service.

It Is expected that the custom will 
be successful.y instituted here at Al-
legheny, as It is at Princeton Univer-
sity, where Mr. Bave Introduced It 
several years ago, and where it Is 
still maintained as one of the import-
ant functions of college life.

Various causes have made it seem 
best to postpone the class of Ninety 
oratorical contest until after the hol-
idays. A more definite announce 
ment will be made later. In view of 
these circumstances, the names and 
the number of those intending to 
compete are not divulged. It is un-
derstood, however, that several ora-
tions of more than usual merit are 
to be perfected. 

Oratorical interest is not on the 
wane but, contrary to a pessimistic 
rumor, is as lively as ever. Those 
in touch with the situation see no 
reason whatever for the college not 
being able to win just as many hon-
ors this year as have fallen to the lot 
of Allegheny in past years. 

"At last the day of conquest had 
dawned, the day on which was to be 
dec.ded the question as to lower 
class supremacy upon the gridiron. 
Long had been the argument as to 
who should win the coveted laurels, 
and so great had grown the interest 
ol the college world that 'a vast mul-
titude of curious spectators had as-
sembled to greet the warriors. Forth 
they marched, amid the rousing, deaf-
ening cheers of the Sophomores on 
the western side of the field and the 
verdant-tipped Freshmen on the east, 
while the sun did his best to chase 
away the briskness of the air which 
tauntingly invited the circulatory 
warmth to get busy." 

Thus on last Monday morning the 
two underclasses met in Athletic 
Park to play the long delayed game 
of foot ball. The hour set to start 
the contest was seemingly a little too 
early, for when Captain Brigham, of 
the Sophomore team, called the roll, 
he found but six of his lusty cohort 
there to respond. At last the tardy 
ones appeared, and the Freshmen al-
ready hav i ng arrived, Referee Rossi-
ter sounded the signal and the game 
was on. 

From the beginning it was seen 
that the teams were evenly matched 
and the story of the game was but a 
struggle back and forth, with the 
Freshmen having a little the better 
of the argument. The first half end-
ed in a 0-0 score. Between halves 
the loyal supporters of the Freshies 
gave an imitation of the well-known 
snake dance, with semi-hibernated 
enthusiasm. 

In the second half, however, the fol-
lowers of Captain Strawn started off 
with surprising vigor and before the 
S-ophs realized that things were rath-
er dangerous for them, the young-
sters had advanced the ball to their 
one yard line. This was the only 
period of the game when a score was 
imminent, but a fumble by DeYo .ung 
as he was sent flying over the line, 
lost the Freshies a touchdown and a 
victory as well. The remaining min-
utes were uneventful, and the game 
ended 0-0. 

The features of the game were the 
arguments between the players and 
the characteristic bull dog poses as-
sumed by members of both sides in 
moments of extreme provocation, 
much to the delight of the onlookers.

Before giving the book 
to Dr. Crawford for delivery, he wrote 
on the fly leaf, "To Dr. Jonathan 
Hamnett, our grand old man, instruc-
tor for three generations of students, 
with good wishes from Andrew Car-
negie."

Addresses Delivered at Thoburn Ju- 
bilee Edited By President Craw- 

ford and Published in 
Book Form. 

Another Allegheny book has just 
come from the press, one that is ex-
pected to have a circulation as wide 
as that of any other work on a simil-
ar subject. It is entitled, "Thoburn 
and India," and is a collection of the 
addresses delivered at the Thoburn 
Jubilee here in Meadville last April. 
The editor is President William H. 
Crawford. 

It was in the midst of the wonder-
ful program of last spring that some 
speaker utered a wish that the papers 
and addresses of the celebration 
might be preserved. And it was then 
that the plan of publishing them in 
book form was conceived. President 
Crawford's book is the result of that 
plan. 

The publishers are Eaton and 
Mains, and Jennings and Graham, of 
New York and Chicago respectively. 
The book is bound in dark red cloth, 
stamped In gold with simply the 
words, "Thoburn and India." The 
frontpiece is a full page portrait of 
Bishop Thoburn, the only other illus-
tratio ► being a picture of Miss Singh 
and Miss Isabella Thoburn, who were 
so closely connected with the work 
in India. The contents include a col-
lection of articles which have prob-
ably never been duplicated in such 
concise form in a missionary work. 
The greatest men in Methodism are 
represented, the list including bish-
ops, editors, m:ssionaries, secretar-
ies and educators, and there is no 
reason to doubt that each speaker 
was at his best. 

The first twenty pages are devoted 
to a brief story of the Jubilee by the 
editor. This introduction closes with 
these words, "This volume is sent 
forth with the earnest hope that it 
may carry the message of the Jubilee 
to tens of thousands in America and 
in India, many of whom, though not 
present, were deeply interested, some 
of them sending words of greeting 
and tokens of admiration and love 
for the missionary hero in whose hon-
or the Jubilee was held." The rest 
of the book follows in three parts: 
first, the semi-centennial sermon and 
addresses; next, the addresses on 
the relation of the college to mis-
sions, these being divided into con 
ferences on foreign and on home mis-
sions; and last, the addresses at the 
formal tribute and jubilee exercises.

C. Stuntz, D. D., Rev. Stephen J. Her-
ben.

A WAR MEMORIAL. 

Alumni Association to Place a Bronze 

Tablet on Campus in Honor of 

College Company. 

Students and alumni of Allegheny 
college have received during the past 
week a letter in the interests of a 
memorial fund for the erection of a 
monument in honor of those Alleghe-
ny students who participated in the 
Civil war. The content of the letter 
follows: 

"We are always glad to commem-
orate and honor acts of patriotism and 
devotion to auty. When these acts are 
performed by persons endeared to us 
by 'blood relationship or by associa-
tion we become doubly interested. 
The Civil War gave more illustrations 
of this than any other event in the 
history of this country. For years 
the country was admonished of its 
possible danger, but when the crash 
came, on the 15th of April, 1861, and 
Abraham Lincoln called for volun-
teers, the promptness with which the 
men of the north responded to his 
call attested not only their devotion 
to country, but their determination to 
protect that which nearly a century of 
self-denial had created. 

"In the spring of 1861 many students 
of Allegheny College enlisted in the 
company there formed. Each suc-
ceeding year more students enlisted, 
until a total of about three hundred 
had donned the nation's blue. Dur-
ing the half century which has 
elasped practically every hamlet, 
town, city and state has erected mon-
uments commemorating the action of 
their citizens who went in defense of 
the country, but, up to this time Alle-
gheny College has been apparently 
unmindful of the devotion of these 
men who left their homes, their col-
lege and their friends that the coun-
try might live. 

"Last year at our alumni banquet 
at Allegheny College a suggestion 
was made which was afterwards in-
corporated into a motion that the 
President of the College appoint a 
committee to prepare some memorial 
which would fitly commemorate the 
action and devotion of these men. As 
a result a committee was appointed 
as indicated above. 

"This committee, after mature de-
liberation, has decided to erect on 
the college campus, a marble boulder, 
on which can be placed a bronze tab-
let, commemorative of the action of 
these men. To secure this boulder 
and tablet, and properly place it in 
a permanent and endearing position 
will require about $400. We believe 
every alumnus, student and friend of 
the college will wish to contribute to 
this object, and that all may have an 
opportunity we are asking each to 
send us, in the enclosed envelope, $1, 
or more if possible. We wish to raise 
the entire amount quickly, so that the 
monument can be dedicated at com-
mencement in 1910. 

"We will greatly appreciate your 
prompt attention to this matter, and 
will take into consideration any sug-
gestions you wish to make. Thank-
ing you in advance and hoping for a 
prompt response, we are,

A LETTER FROM MILLWARD. 

Tells of Difficulties in Learning the 
Chinese Language. 

Dr. George A. Mulfinger recently 
received a letter from William Mill-
ward,• a member of the class of '09, 
and has kindly allowed the Campus 
to print it. Mr. Millward is Bishop 
Bashford's private secretary in Pek-
ing, China. 

He says: 
"Within the next two weeks I ex-

pect to start for Central China where 
we are to spend a while in the Ku-
ling Mountains. I shall have the 
coming year practically free for the 
study of the language, which of 
course is exactly what I wanted. 

Chinese is not an easy language to 
learn, largely because of the fact 
that each new word has a new char-
acter or else a new combination of 
old characters. Then, too, we have 
to do with tones. Here in North 
China there are four tones. The 
first tone is the even tone in which 
the pitch of the voice Is neither 
raised or lowered from the beginning 
to the end of the word. The second 
tone is the rising inflection, as in ask-
ing a question in English. The third 
tone begins at a certain level, is then 
lowered, and then rises to the orig-
inal level. The fourth tone is the 
opposite of the second tone, i. e., it 
is the falling inflection. As illus-
trating the differences of meaning 
which the difference in tone makes 
let us take the word pronounced as 
if spelled "Ma." In the first tone 
tnere is one character which means 
mother or nurse. In the second tone, 
one character means hemp; in the 
third, one means horse; while in the 
fourth, one of the characters means 
to revile or scold. Of course all four 
of these characters are different, yet 
the RoManization of them is spelled 
the same, and so the student must 
be careful to give the exact tone or 
he is in danger of calling the mother 
a horse, or hemp, or saying that she 
reviles. 

The Chinese are a people having 
a great many good qualities. And 
now that they have broken away 
from the old examination system for 
tilling pubilc offices, the people are 
ready and anxious for western edu-
cation. They are correspondingly 
open to the influence of Christianity. 
Today is the day of opportunity in 
China, and must be grasped by all 
Christian denominations if they wish 
to do all that is expected of them. 
Revivals are the order of the day 
in China. From various parts of the 
empire come reports of great reviv-
als in some of the local churches. 

I am sure you will be glad to know 
that I have found my German of 
great help to me in the study of the 
Chinese language. The training I 
received in your class in the matter 
of distinguisning fine distinctions of 
sound has been of great benefit to 
me. My advice to any student who 
expects to come to China would be 
by all means to take at least one 
year of German and as much more as 
possible. Of course the French is of 
value as supplementing the German, 
but if I had to choose between the 
two—knowing what I do now of the 
relative value of the two in the study 
ce. Chinese-1 would choose the Cr'er-
man. I am sorry that I did not get 
to take at least another year of Ger-
man. 

You will no doubt be interested to 
know that I crossed the ocean with-
out being seasick, although there was 
a time or two when I was about as 
near to being sick as 19 7-8 is to 
19 15-16.

FOUR DELEGATES CHOSEN. 

Allegheny To Be Represented at 

Rochester Student Conference. 

By all means the most momentous 
-event in the intercollegiate student 
world for the year 1909-10 will be the 
Sixth International Convention of the 
Student Volunteer Movement for For-
eign Missions, which will be held in 
Rochester, N. Y., December 29th-Jan-
uary 2nd. Three thousand delegates 
from seven hundred institutions of 
higher learning will be in attendance. 
The situation in all foreign lands will 
be reviewed with the purpose of as-
certaining what contribution the col-
leges of North America can and aught 
to make toward the solution of social, 
industrial and religious problems now 
confronting these peoples. 

The special feature of the conven-
tion will be addresses by some of the 
greatest modern missionary lead-
ers; the discussions of different 
phases of Christian work—industrial 
and educational, as well as evangelis-
tic and medical; personal conferences 
with men fresh from the great mis-
sion fields of the world who will be 
available for interviews regarding the 
work and opportunities in every land. 

Allegheny has been fortunate 
enough to secure a representation of 
four delegates—two from the Y. M. 
C. A. and two from the Y. W. C. A. of 
the college. As it will be necessary 
to defray at least part of the ex-
penses of these delegates, the mis-
sionary committees of the college are 
planning to give an entertainment at 
which all the available college talent 
will appear in various numbers. 

A representative committee acting 
with Dr. Smith chose Hofelt and Hill-
man delegates from the men, with 
Leitzel and Storer first and second 
alternates respectively. The two del-
egates selected to represent the wo-
men were Miss Mackenzie and Miss 
Norton, with Miss Senn as alternate.
