and procedure in that country. She
spoke of the difference between the
modern missionary and the usual idea
of the gloom spreading preacher which
is present in the majority of minds,

After Miss Clark's address an open
forum was conducted on the gquestion,
“Why aren't more students interested
in missions?”

books and schools. This adjustment
came entirely through the work of the
missionaries. fn another case, a
miners’ strike, which promised to be
disastrous, was peacefully averted by
a missionary who had taken the minds
of the laborers from their purpose by
the showing of humorous movies in
a showhouse that he had established

in their settlement.

The great need for missions was
shown by Miss Clark through the pre-
sentation of several striking statistics.
Included in these were the following
facts: 90% of India's population is en-
tirely without education; China has
one Christian hospital to every 500,000,
one doctor to every 200,000 people and
Persia is 969% Mohammedan.

Miss Clark closed her talk with an
explanation of the Student Volunteer
Movement. This movement. fostered
by students from the various colleges
and universities of the the country,
is made up in an endeavor to aid with
missionary work. She announced a
convention of the organization at Buf-
falo where 4.000 delegates of the
movement will meet in  December.
