COVENANTERS HAVE A STRONG
OUTFIT THIS YEAR; HELD
WESTMINSTER

One of the hardest games of the sea-
son is in store for the Allegheny pass-
ers on Saturday evening of this week
when they tackle the snappy aggrega-
tion representing Geneva College. The
game will be played on Geneva's “band-
box" floor, the game having been origi-
nally scheduled for Thursday evening
but later set back until Saturday.

Geneva has many of her veterans
from last year's team back again this
gseason, and in addition, has secured
several promising new men. The rec-
ord of the team to date this year would
indicate that they have a strong outfit,
although one which seems to play in
spurts. The Covenanters had difficulty
in subduing Thiel, an admittedly in-
ferior team. Against Westminster, one
of the outstanding teams of the dis-
trict, the Beaver Falls team came
through in strong fashion and were
only subdued after a hard battle, 22-20.

Aside from the Westminster game,
the Covenanters have won all of their
Tri-State games to date this year. They
were defeated once in a pre-season
game, but piled up a nice record of
wins over non-collegiate opponents be-
fore the regular season opened. Gen-
eva holds a victory over Butler “Y" by
a larger count than the Grove City
outfit was able to register. Coach
Baker will find that his proteges have
plenty of opposition on their hands for
Saturday night. Aided by playing on
their own court, the Geneva team may
be able to turn the tables on the Alle-
gheny team and send the Blue and
Gold down to their first defeat of the
year.

After the Geneva game on Saturdav
night, the Allegheny team will be idle
until the examinations are over. The
Blue and Gold passers will resume ac-
tivities on February 5, meeting Waynes-
burg on the local court. Allegheny al
ready holds one victory over Waynes-
burg and should have no trouble re-
peating.

BEN GREET TO PRESENT
“HAMLET” THIS EVENING

NOTED ENGLISH COMPANY WILL
PRESENT PLAY IN HIGH
SCHOOL TONIGHT

All Meadville and particularly the
students of Allegheny will have a
chance to see 'Shakespearean drama
this evening. Under the auspices of
the Redpath Bureau, Sir Philip Ben
Greet, the distinguished Shakespear-
ean producer and actor, with his com-
pany of All-English Players will ap-
pear at the High School Auditorium
at 8:15 P. M., presenting “Hamlet.”
Ben Greet has been very popular in
England for many years and accord-
ing to all reports is meeting with great
successes on his trip through the
United States, the first one since 1914.
“IJe is considered one of the greatest
living authorities on +the English
drama, and is world famous for his
remarkable productions of Shakes-
pearean plays and old English come-
dies,” say the advance notices.

Soon after Sir Philip was knighted
by King George V, his company
began their tour of the United States
on the invitation of Columbia and
other universities and colleges extend-

Ing from the Atlantic to the Pacifie
coast, On the tour he is accompanied
by Mr. Russell Thorndike and a very
select list of accomplished players.
Mr. Thorndike is well known for his |
performances in Shakespearean roles |
in London where he played the part|
of Hamlet, which he will portray in
Meadville. The Company has already
given performances at Columbia and
at colleges in New England and is
now on its way westward.

The “Hamlet” which is heing given
in Meadville is a distinct novelty. The
first gquarto will be used. There are
only two original copies of the edition,
published in 1603, and this quarto is
not usually used for present-day stage
productions.

After the performance at Smith Col-
lege, the Springfield Union said:
“Hamlet in modern dress never was
so exciting to an audience as the Ham-
let in costume presented by the Ben
Greet I':la:.’eﬁs at the Little Theatre
of Smith College tonight, for this was
a play of swift incident rather than a
psychological study.

“The players gave a masterly pres-
entation of this story of tragedy and
revenge and keyed the audience into
a constant tension. It is hard ‘to single
out the superlative performance,
though naturally Hamlet, played by
Russell Thorndike, and DBen Greet
himself in the dual role of Polonius
and the first grave digger were the
outstanding figures.

“Miss Thea Holme as Ophelia com-
bined a naive quality with deep pathos.
She delicately avoided overplaying
diffienlt scenes, which she made truly
effective, In the same way, Kynaston
Reeves as the wicked King Claudius,
gave a most convincing characteriza-
tion of a heartless villian, without the
customary ranting.”

TLe Blue and Gold had *he upper-
hand throughout the game, but dis-
played outstanding weakness in the
first half. Time after time the Alle-
gheny passers would work the ball dn-
to enemy territory, omly to be unable
to penetrate further, and be forced to
pass back into the back court. Inac-
curate passing, coupled with Adrian's
strong defensive, destroyed all of the
Blue and Gold's offensive work, and
only the superior speed of the Alle-
gheny quint prevented Adrian from
compiling a big lead in the first half.
Adrian, tired from a long and strenu- |
ous trip, was having as much trouble
with its scoring efforts as was the
Blue and Gold.

Next fall Mr. Luvaas, director of the
College Glee Clubs, will come to Alle-
gheny to take complete charge of the
musical activities of the college.

With eight games scheduled for this
week among the Tri-State teams, the
basketball feud of the distriet in-
creases in interest to an exceptionally
high point. Three teams alone stand
undefeated in their season’s records:
Allegheny, Pitt, and Westminster. Of
the three, Pitt leads the field, unoffi-
cially, with ten straight victories, two
in Tri-State competition. Both West-
minster and Allegheny also have two
Tri-State wins to their ecredit, but
neither can point to so great a récord
in their skirmishing campaign. In all,
Westminster has nine victories for
the year, including a close one from
Grove City, and Allegheny counts up
four.

Seven teams at the present time
hold perfect Tri-State records, the
the three above with two wins each,
and Bethany, Duquesne, Geneva, and
West Virginia with one each.

The first event of the meet, the mile
run, was run before the Christmas
holidays.

Ish, non-
frat, took fourth place.

In the shot put, first event of Satur-
day afternoon, March, B. U., placed
first with a heave of 40 feet, 414 inches.

The event drew a large number of com-
petitors, virtually all of them qualify-
ing.

Dear Sir:

I notice in the Campus for Dec. 11th
a report by a committee of the Mead-
ville alumni giving the Athletic Board
and Graduate Manager a nice white-
washing and I presume we may here-
after look for perfection in the board
and management. On that assumption
it may seem out of place for an out-of-
town alumnus to make a few com-
ments and express a few hopes. This
is something I have wanted to do for

which are demoralizing and not pro-
ducing results.

As for the student revolt I believe
it was a good omen, for the judgment
ol youth is far keener and fairer than
that of maturity. I would rather take
my chances on the falr judgment of
the average student body than that of
any faculty jury. For this reason [
put a lot of faith in the fundamental
justice of their stand. In the enthusi-
asm of their youth they may go too
far at times and may not be entirely
right in their methods, but at the bot-
tom they were right.

To get back to the report of the
Meadville alumni I hope their recom-

a long time but which I have withheld
in the vain hope that the situation
would somehow clean itself up, possi-
bly by a self-administered dose of dis-
infectant by the powers on the board
and the management, but it seems that
whitewash applied by closely friendly
interests would ‘better serve their pur-
pose.

I had high hopes for the season. We
had good material—I think rather ex-
ceptional material as a whole—and
we had a right to expect at least a
fair team.

Isn't it a significant
fact that the team rose to great
heights and smashed Waynesburg as
it did right after the revolt of the stu-
dent body against the present regime,
when the team felt that there was
some hope for the regime to step

way of treatment from then on? The

complished no more than the boosting
of the teams morale temporarily to
win that one game. What a wonder-
ful event it would be if the morale
could be kept permanently at that
pitch, which could be accomplished
by the proper handling and treatment
of the players.

In regard to the rumors and hear-
say, etc., ete., on which it will be as-
sumed that alumni generally and my-
self are basing our opinions as to the
extremely unsatisfactory state of af-
fairs in athletics, 1 wish to say that
I have discounted them 99.9% and
that I am basing my judgment on per-
sonal observation, conversations with
present players and players who have
gone through almost the same experi-
ences during the past few years, and
members of the athletic board. One
of the latter I talked mwith this fall
after one of the games when, with
some other alumni, we were discuss-
ing these rumors of unfair treatment
and demoralization. We mentioned

satisfaction was rampant among the
players because some were receivingi
more in the way of subsidization L-hau:l"
others. He was emphatic and ready to !
take oath that such was not the case.
In conversation with another member
of the board the latter admitted the
fact but said there was no way to
avoid this condition. He may be right

and he told the truth nwhile the form-
er did not and In failing to tell the
truth he simply confirmed the convic-
tion that there is something radically
wrong in the management and hand-
ling of the players.

This is not a criticism of the board
as a whole for I think few of them
really know what is going on in re-
gard to these details and are not con-
sulted greatly.

mendation in regard to the muzzling
of the Campus will not be taken too
seriously. Modern education exercises
too much supervislon and suppresses
the self expression of the student
body unwisely at times. The Campus
has emerged from a colorless sheet
to a real mouthpiece for student
thought and expression, which is what
it should be. Let's not take away or

‘nullify the sole outlet the student body

has for expression and self-defense.

This is going a long way around to
arrive at a point only a short distance
away. Perhaps it could have been
stated by somebody else far better in
a shorter letter. To boll it down to a
few words the present management
and dominating influence on the board
have had ample time to make good.
Instead of success we have been
dished up with failure after failure,
constant turmoil and demoralization
on the team. With good material we
have not won games. Wherein lies
the trouble if not in the sources men-
tioned above? Certainly not with the
boys themselves without justification.
Surely the storm centers must realize
that success has not been and will not
be realized while they are in power.
Why not be big enough to step down
and out and give the boys the break
they desrve? Whitewash will not clear
up the situation. Will it be necessary
for mot only the student body but al-
so the alumni body and the trustees
to rise up and apply anaesthesia?
