The interview which was published in the New York
Tines of October 3lst brought back to my wife end myself
very nleasant recollections of old associations. I was
among your first sdmirers and read with great interest
your sory of the Standerd 0il Company which opened the
eyes of the American >eople to the evils of monopoly.
You did & grest work and I wish that you hed successors
who would dig as deep and let neople know how they are
being mulct by the trusts which, in spite of laws, still
get rich by exploiting the nesturel resources and indus-
tries of .merica. I have no objection to any man get-
ting rich; on the contrery, I rejoice when & man, by his
genias or ebility, amasses a fortune, provided he does so
in open competition.

But I didn't start to write a homily on monopoly, but
to tell you how much I enjoyed reading whet you had to say,
particularly the following extract:

"At eighty I suppose it is natural that one
should cling to o0ld things. Yet even when I was
young there was one old thing to whiech I clung
end to which I still cling. »t the risk of being
cslled old feshioned, I proudly confess I still
believe in my Bible. If in the past more people
had =ccepted its spirit we should not heve had the
bad c1d days; if more people will believe in it we
shall hsve good new ones,"

e have been surfeited with a number of remedies for
all the ills and problems of life. Some of them are very
good and will help, but you heve put your finger on the only
light by which the feet of human beings may tread safely.

Last May when I reached my 75th birthday a newspaper
friend asked me to write my observations. I did so esnd I
sem enclosing a copy herewith. I wish they were half as good
as yours.
