I think my volce must have communicated to you
the other night some want of vitality - at least several people
who know me well have written in to say that my voice sounded
tired.

Certainly I will be delighted to welcome you im this
new office of mine at the corner of 5lst Street and Lexingtom Avenue,
The subway stops in the basement, so you can come up town to see me
instead of going down. Miss Morrison will be glad to arrange a time
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when it is convenient for you.
I am glad you 1iked what I said the other night, and

1 thank m for taking the trouble to tell me so, because your 3

approval means 80 much to me.
