constant and sometimes mnagging
one. The direct contribution toward
developing a sense of responsibility
was mainly done in the work on
the idea of an honor system. What
was done took much time and effort
with what may appear to be little
or no results. However, developing
the concept of honor cannot be done
in one year or perhaps in a college
generation. We can only hope that
the efforts of this year will be con-
tinued.

Student government should be
creative and in the past has been.
Many of the programs developed
within the last 3 or 4 years have
never operated to our complete
satisfaction. It has been the goal
of several of your officers to im-
prove these programs. This is of
extreme importance for we are not
judged for the number of things ac-
complished but rather for the way
in which they are carried out. Stu-
dents are mnotorious for starting
things which somehow never, never
are carried to perfection. We must
strive toward perfection in all that
we do. Although I realize that we
have not achieved perfection this
year, I feel a conscious effort was
made in that direction, e.g. the
strengthening of the Publications
Board and the vast improvement in
the quality of the Campus.

This year we have seen the or-
ganization of classes take their only
legitimate direction, that of work-
ing with the Alumni Office on prob-
lems of a class nature. Next year
and in the future classes may be
able to improve the attitude and en-
thusiasm of alumni, to make Home-
coming really worthwhile for stu-
dents and alumni, and in general
to make a genuine contribution to
the college.

The elections committee should
be a standing committee of student
government which could discover
the weaknesses in election procedure
and attempt to improve interest in
campaigning. The new AUC should

It has been reassuring to me that
the council this year has been in-
terested in discussing such things
as the National Defense Ed. Act
and the non-violent protests of the
Negroes in the South. Students
cannot afford to be indifferent but
must be aware of and concerned
with social and political issues par-
ticularly where they 'directly affect
students. Student government must
continually bring such issues to the
attention of the student body and
where possible take appropriate ac-
tion.

In my convocation speech last
fall I spoke of the concept of loyalty.
I emphasized the importance of fac-
ulty, administration and student con-
tact and discussion. We all have
one goal in education, however, by
virtue of the role we play in the
attainment of the goal we have dif-
ferences which should be voiced and
faced by all elements of the educa-
tional community. Where coopera-
tion is appropriate we should strive
for it. Students must express their
opinions as students and should not
be intimidated by a sense of com-
munity or subordination. I, per-
sonally, have found the faculty and
administration interested and co-
operative when we have had prob-
lems of a mutual nature. However,
as I have not been interested in all
that the faculty and administration
do to fulfill their obligations, neither
have I expected them to be actively
interested in all that student gov-
ernment does. Ideas and leadership
must come from the student body
to maintain its government, and not
from any other source. How else
could we operate if we are to have
legitimate student government?

In summary, student government
must contribute to the educational
process, it must be creative, it must
strive toward perfection, it must
develop mature students with a
heightened sense of personal re-
sponsibility. This is your challenge
— I wish you success in meeting
1t.
